TREASURER’S REPORT

Financial Report June 2008 – Financial statements reviewed with no major concerns.    

Lou will check with T & T to ascertain whether those homeowners in arrears can have their garbage pick up cancelled.    If so, owners could be given 15 days notice that garbage pick up will be cancelled by August 31, 2008.    CRESI will send out copy of the T & T contract.

MANAGEMENT REPORT

June Report reviewed by CRESI.  

OLD BUSINESS

Beach Club – Will need to secure boat storage for this winter, Lou will check with Storage Mart and Self Storage on size and pricing.   Vandalism occurred with boats, resident’s son was traced as they used their swipe card, RCMP contacted owner and their son.  Other issues n the community was damage to irrigation, paint on vehicle, portable sign vandalized).  Lou will obtain pricing on upgrading the security system with additional cameras.

Lou did locate a company to provide benches in the community fir a reasonable cost (about half of the previous quote).  This could be considered for 2009 budget. 

Landscaping – Linda Michl advised the berm has pockets of thistle.  Berm will continue to be monitored.  Maintenance issues resolved with Prairie West.   2009 Landscape quotes will be obtained for next year, need better service.    Weed and Feed will be quoted separate (i.e. Green Drop) for 3 applications a year.   Phase 7 irrigation still a problem, not sure if they will be ready for the scheduled turnover of the irrigation on August 13th.      

Storage Facility –  Randy Kaminsky will provide budgeting costs.    Bill Ostare agreed to obtain a quote if Lou can send him a copy of the package.

60 Dr Dock  - Dock inspected with confirmation it meets all specifications.                                        
Green Space/MD Funding –  David Baker received an email from Larry Spilak that a District 6 Recreation Board will be formed.   A meeting is set for September 10th.    

Area Concept Plan – City of Calgary has rejected the development of DeWinton Station so there may not be an issue.   Closed.

Water License – Proposal presented to the Board from Ted Stack for 80% of the water.  Board is not in agreement.   Board will respond to Ted stack to get the licenses in the appropriate names.

Community Garbage Meeting – About a dozen residents were in attendance. The main concern was T & T were leaving bags in what they deem to be “over-weight.”   David Baker has spoken to the MD for composting bin (for grass clippings, etc.) and is waiting to hear back. 

NEW BUSINESS

240 Drive – Landscape changes approved

172 Drive – Deck expansion, glass inserts on railings, and

 brick pillars approved.

Speeding Vehicles – Problem with speeding vehicles in the community.   Will request MD address this issue in the community.

Numbered Companies – Sam advised numbered companies now have to provide personal names, contact information, etc.   Can no longer hide behind the company.
