CALL TO ORDER/QUORUM ESTABLISHED

Meeting called to order at 4:40 PM by David Baker.  Quorum established with six board members present:  David Baker,  Marilee Hill,  Linda Michl, Sam Chahda, Ted Stack,  Michele Fercho-Wilmoth.

Guest:  Andy Barry – Commercial Site Sign Presentation

Andy Barry presented proposals for commercial site signage.   2-sided sign with back lighting on a timer.   Discussion ensued.   Motion by Ted Stack to approve the lower sign provided it is complimentary to the existing building .   Proper color rendering to be submitted prior to final approval.   Sign to have flared rundlestone to the top with caps.    Seconded by Sam Chahda.   Carried.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF MEETING May 30, 2007

TREASURER’S/MANAGEMENT REPORT

May 2007 Financial Statement – Financials statements and management reports reviewed.  No major items to report.   Accounts receivable reduced to $15,730.        

OLD BUSINESS

Beach Club updates – Beach club running smoothly, no items to report  

Signs (Installed) Waste Containers (ordered) Benches (researching suppliers)

Landscaping – Berm is sprayed, Weed spraying and fertilizing lawn areas completed.   Upper lake thistle in the natural areas not included in the contract.  The boulevard by 4 Quay will be done now that the homeowner has completed their landscaping.  Damage to boulevard from Corix vehicles, this will be restored by Corix.   Water restrictions and boil water order in place for residents.  Some concerns from residents that the Association had irrigation going, however Lou confirmed the irrigation is untreated lake water.   Lou will shut off for the “perception” factor.

Lake Water Treatment – Copper sulphate treatment completed in select lake areas.  Weeds will need to be pulled/controlled in specific areas.   
Resident Tree Planting Proposal – Linda Michl has had no response from the Committee.  David suggested contacting City of Calgary Parks and Recreation to obtain information on the Birthplace Forest program.

Storage Facility/Feasibility Study –Blueprints are in for review.  Brian Tompkins agreed to draft a letter to the builders for donations.   David Baker is researching Government Grants ($600,000 between the 6 programs offered).

Water Diversion – Four questions to be addressed were sent to Corix.   Their response is now with the Association’s lawyer to review.

Community Survey – survey revised with more questions added.

DEVELOPER UPDATES

Landscape Inspections – Mary Boyes is sending letters to owners requesting plans, etc.

Phase 7 Irrigation/Landscaping – Inspections for eventual turnover will occur.    Deficiencies for Phases 4,5, and 6 are being completed.

Lots – Lots with weeds will be addressed by the MD.   MD can cut and bill owner.

Fall Barbecue – Developer planning a fall barbecue for community residents, commercial tenants and builders.   This is in appreciation for everyone’s support.

184 Drive – Paved low spot accumulating a lot of water on the common area side of her fence.  Her trees are getting saturated with water.   Marilee viewed the area this morning; it will be addressed once the source of the problem is identified. 

NEW BUSINESS

Noise/Disturbances – Kids partying at the upper dock last Saturday in early hours.   Residents are advised to contact the parents or call the RCMP.    Some are fishing off the dock.   The developer indicated they might consider extending the fence.    If more problems continue it could result in the dock being removed from this area.    It will continue to be monitored.

91 Cove – Swale at the back of berm is very wet and backs up into their area.   Lou will arrange for Prairie West to clean up the area to alleviate this problem.

111 Cove – Approval granted for glass panels on lower deck and brick on pillars.
