CALL TO ORDER/QUORUM ESTABLISHED

APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF MEETING

Motion by Bill Ostare to approve the Minutes of Meeting held August 5, 2008.     Seconded by Sam Chahda.   Carried. 

TREASURER’S REPORT

Financial Report August 2008 – Financial statements reviewed.     Question on why the electricity variance is higher..  CRESI will advise upon review of the category.    

Lawyer has 8 accounts left for collection.   Lawyer advised not to cancel garbage, legal action and the related costs would be enough.

MANAGEMENT REPORT

August Report reviewed by CRESI. 

2009 Budget will be prepared for board review.

OLD BUSINESS

Beach Club – boats stored in trailer that was on site from developer for this winter.   MD indicated they would consider providing a community bin for spring clean up clippings.   Elections Canada has booked the beach club for October 4-6 (advance polls) and October 14th (election day).   Beach Club staff will not be required during this time. 

Landscaping – The berm maintenance has been an issue with residents.    MD responsibility for berm maintenance must be determined.   It was understood in the past that the community side of the berm to the top of the berm is the Association responsibility with the remaining side being the MD’s responsibility.    A survey will need to be done to determine correct property lines once the road construction is completed.

2009 Landscape quotes being obtained for 2009 season.  Another  Phase 7 irrigation walk-through is scheduled for October 1 at 1 PM.   Lou and David will attend.   

Cove park irrigation had stuck valves, water was running for quite awhile.  Prairie rain repaired.    System will be blown out the week of October 6th.      

Storage Facility –  Randy Kaminsky was to provide budget costs.  Bill Ostare sent out two packages for pricing to trades he is familiar with.

Green Space/MD Funding –  David Baker reported MD has an Urban Planning Consultant retained to work on design for the land.    Recreation board will be formed for District 6.   This board would review options (i.e. agricultural, arts, and recreation).

 Water License – There has been no response from Ted Stack of Heritage Pointe Development.   Closed.

NEW BUSINESS

Cove Park Upgrades – After a lengthy discussion it was agreed that the concerned owners would be advised in writing that the board would not accept the planting of additional trees as the park was designed as an open area.    The Association will not grant permission for owners to plant trees on common property.   CRESI to send out letters to those owners who had provided their written request of the final board decision.
